Open house can feature information booths
from Economic and Community Development, Recreation, Legislative Services,
Peace Officers and Operations, where we discuss activity in each area and plans for
the coming year. Administration can create another mail-out survey based on
information presented and the public can rank or prioritize. This process will increase
engagement and generate a better response rate.
